Thanks for your note -- we’d love to read your thesis when you are finished.

The answer to your question is yes - we have many clients who use customer type through Typekit. 
These fonts are not available to the public and the clients have either designed/commissioned them 
(http://www.nytimes.com/timesskimmer/ or http://edenspiekermann.com/en/ ) or they have 
purchased an appropriate license (example: we partner with FontShop and host all WebFonts for 
them, http://www.fontshop.com/fontlist/n/web_fontfonts/  - for their clients who do not want 
to manage the technical details on their own.)

There is no cost to the foundry to work with us. And clients pay standard rates (no additional fees) 
for hosting custom type - though we only make the option available to our Performance and Enter-
prise customers ( https://typekit.com/plans ).

I hope that helps to answer your questions. Please let us know how else we can help.
